FIRE EQUIPMENT TEXT SIGNS  
 
 
             It was brought to our attention at the recent FSSD Standing Committee Meeting, that 
some of the fire equipment text signs that were in previous SS 364 have been removed in SS 
508: Part 4, which superseded it. The missing fire equipment text signs are Foam inlet, 
Sprinkler breeching inlet, Fireman’s switch (for neon signs) and Fireman's lift.  
 
 
2.        We intend to re-instate these signages in our next review of the Fire Code. Meanwhile 
QPs may adopt the signages for the above-mentioned fire equipment as depicted in the 
previous SS 364.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF REGISTERED INSPECTORS (RIs) FOR 
ARCHITECTURAL (ARCH) & MECHANICAL & ELECTRICAL (M&E )  
 
 
               Some RIs (Arch) and RIs (M&E) have highlighted that the existing scope of 
responsibilities under Part I and Part II to First Schedule of the Fire Safety (Registered 
Inspectors) Regulations 1994 could be made more defined for clearer delineation of 
responsibility between the RIs of the two disciplines. This will further facilitate in knowing 
their areas of responsibilities and minimize any grey areas on the respective scope of fire 
works to be inspected by RI (Arch) and RI (M&E).  
 
 
2           A study group has since been formed to examine and review the scope of fire safety 
works to be inspected by appropriate registered inspectors. On 20 July 2009 and subsequent 
meetings, the revised scope of duties of respective RIs was presented and accepted by the 
FSSD Standing Committee. See Annex A for the revised versions of Part I & II.  
 
 
3          The Committee also discussed on some related issues that are reflected in Annex B, 
which serves to clarify some possible areas of doubts.

PLAN SUBMISSION FOR EMERGENCY VOICE COMMUNICATION 
SYSTEM 
 
 
             Emergency Voice Communication systems are required in some buildings.  
However, plans for such systems have not been submitted to SCDF for approval.  Members 
of the FSSD Standing Committee expressed concern that for such an important life safety 
feature there must be proper plan submission to ensure that it is designed and installed 
according to relevant standards. The Committee has recommended that plans for Emergency 
Voice Communication Systems must be submitted for approval under the Fire Safety Act. 
The plans shall be submitted under the category of Fire Protection (FP) Plans. 
 
 
2.         SCDF has consulted the Professional Engineers Board and decided that QPs who are 
registered as PE(Mechanical) or PE(Electrical) with the Board shall prepare and submit the 
plans to SCDF for approval. The QPs shall endorse on the plans that the Emergency Voice 
Communication Systems are in compliance with SS 546 : 2009 – Code of Practice for 
Emergency Voice Communication System in Buildings. 
 
 
3.         This circular shall take effect from 01 June 2010. Please convey the contents of this 
circular to members of your Institution/Association/ Board.

COMPLIANCE OF NO UNPROTECTED OPENING REQUIREMENT FO R 
EXIT STAIRCASES OF CONSERVATION BUILDINGS 
 
 
          Clause 2.3.3 (a) (iii) of the Fire Code requires that there shall be no unprotected 
openings of occupancy area within 1.5m horizontally of the internal exit staircase 
ventilation/discharge point. This requirement is also applicable to conservation buildings. 
 
 
2.     For conservation shophouses, Qualified Person has feedback that the above requirement 
is difficult to comply with due to the narrow shop front at the ground level. The issue was 
discussed in the FSSD Standing Committee meeting and the Committee agreed that for 
conservation shophouses, the provision of fire-rated door at the staircase discharge can be 
accepted in lieu of the requirement of keeping 1.5m clear of unprotected openings.

PROVISION OF EXIT AND DIRECTIONAL SIGNS IN BUILDING S 
 
           Clause 8.1.7 (a) of the Fire Code stipulates that entrance to every exit on every floor 
shall be clearly indicated by an exit sign placed over the exit doors, and clause 8.1.7 (b) 
states that in long corridors, open floor areas, and all situations where the location of the 
exits may not be readily visible, directional signs shall be provided to serve as guides from 
all portions of the corridors or floors. However these clauses do not explicitly address the 
provision of exit sign in rooms. 
 
2.       The issue was discussed in the FSSD Standing Committee meeting and the Committee 
agreed that: 
          a.   When a room is provided with more than one door, exit signs shall be placed 
                over the exit access doors serving as means of escape. 
          b.   In a room provided with emergency lighting and where the line of sight to the exit 
                access door is obstructed, directional sign shall be provided.  When only one exit  
                access door is provided in the room, exit sign is not required at the door. 
          c.   In a room provided with emergency lighting, exit sign is not required if there is 
                only one exit access door. 
          d.   In a room without emergency lighting and: 
                 i.   If the direct distance from the furthest point in the room to the only exit access 
                      door does not exceed 7m, exit sign is not required 
                 ii.  If the direct distance from the furthest point in the room to the only exit access 
                      door exceeds 7m but does not exceed 13m, exit sign shall be provided over the 
                      door. Alternatively, the room can be provided with emergency lighting. 
           e.   When the wall of a room without emergency lighting comprises of not less than 
                 50% glazing and is facing a corridor (with emergency lighting) or external of a 
                 building, exit sign over the only exit access door is not required if the furthest 
                 point in the room to the exit access door does not exceed 13m. (See Annex A for 
                 the diagrammatic illustrations)
