IFE would like to call on their members to volunteer to undertake one of the projects. IFE can select one 

of the above projects to work on, or may suggest their own new project depending on the response from 

volunteer members. It will be lead by one of the Council members, most likely by Siew Yee Cheong 

and/or by Yeow Mei Leng. IFE envisages that the project will take one year or more to complete, and the 

team will meet regularly to review the research materials undertaken by the team members and deliberate 

on the findings. Volunteers would be expected to trawl through technical reports, journals, research 

papers, laboratory tests, etc. on related topics. Simulation models may also be required to test the result. 

IFE will then meet with FSSD to discuss the progress of their research. 
 

FSSD may count the research work undertaken by FSE towards fulfilling their professional development 

training. This is a good move to help FSE who had not been actively engaged in commercial work, and to 

remain actively involved in fire engineering. 
 

It would be interesting for IFE members to work together, and tap on their expertise to help the fire 

engineering industry as a whole.
